
JAISALMER



Arrive in Jaisalmer and check into your hotel
Visit the Jaisalmer Fort, a stunning sandstone
fortress that is over 800 years old and offers
panoramic views of the city
Explore the narrow alleys and markets inside the
fort, which are filled with shops selling handicrafts,
jewelry, and traditional Rajasthani attire

Day 1:



Take a day trip to the Sam Sand Dunes, which are
located about 40 kilometers from Jaisalmer
Enjoy a camel safari and explore the vast expanse
of sand dunes
Witness a beautiful sunset over the dunes and
enjoy a cultural program featuring traditional
Rajasthani dance and music
Return to Jaisalmer in the evening

Day 2:



Visit the Patwon Ki Haveli, a beautiful mansion that
was once home to a wealthy merchant family and is
now a popular tourist attraction
Explore the Gadisar Lake, a man-made lake that was
built in the 14th century and is surrounded by
temples and chhatris (cenotaphs)
Visit the Jain Temples, which are located inside the
Jaisalmer Fort and are known for their intricate
carvings and architecture

Day 3:



Take a walk in the Bada Bagh, a garden complex
located about 6 kilometers from Jaisalmer and
known for its royal cenotaphs
Visit the Kuldhara Village, an abandoned village
located about 18 kilometers from Jaisalmer and
known for its haunted stories and ruins
In the evening, catch your flight or train back home.
