
Udaipur



Arrive in Udaipur and check into your hotel or
guesthouse.
Spend the afternoon exploring the City Palace,
which is the largest palace complex in Rajasthan
and offers stunning views of Lake Pichola.
In the evening, take a boat ride on Lake Pichola and
enjoy the beautiful sunset.

Day 1:



Visit the famous Jagdish Temple, which is
dedicated to Lord Vishnu and is located near the
City Palace.
Explore the markets of Udaipur and shop for
souvenirs, textiles and handicrafts.
In the evening, watch a traditional Rajasthani dance
and music performance at the Bagore Ki Haveli.

Day 2:



Take a day trip to the Kumbhalgarh Fort, which is
located about 90 km from Udaipur and is a UNESCO
World Heritage Site. The fort offers great views of
the Aravalli Hills and has the second longest wall in
the world after the Great Wall of China.
On the way back, stop at the Ranakpur Jain Temple,
which is famous for its intricate marble carvings
and architecture.

Day 3:



Spend the day exploring the beautiful gardens of
Udaipur, such as the Saheliyon Ki Bari, which was
built for the queens and their maids to relax in.
In the evening, attend a cultural program at the
Shilpgram, which showcases the arts and crafts of
Rajasthan.

Day 4:



Visit the Monsoon Palace, which is located on a hill
overlooking Udaipur and offers breathtaking views
of the city and surrounding areas.
In the afternoon, take a trip to the Sajjangarh
Wildlife Sanctuary, which is located near the
Monsoon Palace and is home to a variety of flora
and fauna.

Day 5:



Spend the day exploring the picturesque streets of
Udaipur's old city and its many temples and havelis.
In the evening, enjoy a sunset dinner at one of the
rooftop restaurants overlooking Lake Pichola.

Spend your last day in Udaipur relaxing or shopping
for souvenirs.
