
VARANASI



Arrive in Varanasi and check-in to your hotel
Take a boat ride on the Ganges River during sunrise
or sunset, which is a must-do activity in Varanasi to
witness the city's famous ghats (riverfront steps)
and the religious rituals being performed by locals
Visit the Kashi Vishwanath Temple, which is one of
the most important temples dedicated to Lord
Shiva in India and is located in the heart of the city

Day 1:



Wake up early and take a sunrise boat ride on the
Ganges River to witness the morning rituals and
offerings by locals
Visit the Sarnath, which is an important Buddhist
pilgrimage site located just a few kilometers from
Varanasi. Here, you can visit the Dhamek Stupa,
which is one of the tallest and most impressive
stupas in India, and the Sarnath Museum, which
houses a collection of Buddhist artifacts

Day 2:



Visit the Ramnagar Fort, which is located on the
opposite bank of the Ganges River and is the
ancestral home of the Maharaja of Varanasi
Spend some time exploring the narrow lanes and
bazaars of Varanasi, which are full of life, colors,
and interesting sights
Attend the Ganga Aarti ceremony at the
Dasaswamedh Ghat in the evening, which is a
spectacular event where priests perform a puja
(worship) of the Ganges River and thousands of
people gather to watch and participate

Day 3:



Visit the Banaras Hindu University, which is one of
the oldest and largest universities in India and has a
beautiful campus with several interesting sites,
such as the Bharat Kala Bhavan Museum and the
Vishwanath Temple
Take a walking tour of the old city of Varanasi,
which is full of historic buildings, temples, and
hidden alleys
Attend a classical music or dance performance in
the evening, which is a great way to experience the
rich cultural heritage of Varanasi
