
TAEHWA RIVER



Day 1: Arrival in Ulsan

Arrive in Ulsan, which is the city
where the Taehwa River flows
through.
Check into your accommodation
and settle in.
Take a leisurely stroll along the
Taehwa River Park to get a feel
for the area.
Enjoy a relaxing evening and try
some local cuisine for dinner.



Day 2: Taehwa River Cycling and
Cultural Exploration

Rent a bicycle and start your day with a
cycling adventure along the Taehwa River
Bike Path.

Visit Ulsan Museum to learn about the local
history and culture.

Visit Jangsaengpo Whale Culture Village
to learn about Ulsan's whaling history.
Return to Ulsan city and have a seafood
dinner at one of the local restaurants.

Departure

Check for availability and booking options for tours in
advance.
If you're interested in industry and history, consider visiting
the Ulsan Petroglyph Museum as well.
